You never forget what country you're visiting once you step
inside Maidenberg Architecture's Hotel 34B. Occupying a
Paris building that contains vestiges of ancient caves, the
128-room Astotel property pays constant and playful hom-
age to France, starting with its blue, white, and red flag.
You can salute those three proud stripes nearly every-
where, from the guest corridors, fully wallpapered and
carpeted, to the interior courtyard, where an entire wall
is painted in vertical swaths to resemble the tricolor.
Fanciful national cultural icons are also found at every
turn. A vitrine in the reception area contains models of a
classic Citroén automobile and the supersonic Concorde
jet, a miniature Michelin Man, and a bottle of Bordeaux
wine along with a Parisian paving stone—a sly reference to
the student riots of 1968. Nearby, bookcases show off vin-
tage leather-bound volumes of Gallic literature. The counter
used as the breakfast buffet and bar is fronted by glowing
panels adorned with vintage maps of French regions. When
it’s time to sleep, you may well find yourself nestled against
a headboard festooned with berets or upholstered to look
like a mariniére, the classic sailor shirt with horizontal
stripes. Close your eyes, and dream of mimes. =
